In the High Arctic logistics demand a coordinated charter flight to ensure our passengers arrive to the ship at the same time in an organized
fashion. Variable weather, limited fuel caches and over 10 years of experience, indicate that charter flights are the most effective way to move
people into the north to meet our vessel. We organize a full charter flight for all of our clients.

Based out of Edmonton, Alberta our airline carrier will transit all of our passengers from Edmonton, Alberta to Resolute Bay, Nunavut. At the
end of the expedition, our airline carrier will transit all of our clients from Kangerlussuag, West Greenland to Toronto, Ontario. The cost of this
is in addition to the rates listed above and are inclusive of all taxes. The cost for this service is 1600 USD. At the beginning of the voyage,
transfers will be arranged from a meeting point in Edmonton to the airport, at the end of the voyage when passengers arrive in Toronto,

a similar transfer service will be provided to a local meeting point in Toronto. There is no additional cost for this service.

*Should passengers not want to take part in the transfer service post voyage, please let us know so we can track your arrival and departure plans.
